How does your online 
system work?

Let us know if there is a 
better time to call back on your message.  If you prefer to make a reservation 
online.  It is quite simple.  From our web site at www.chalkcreek-campground.com 
click on the link for ‘Online Reservations’.  Follow the directions making sure to 
specify how many people you will have, what type of RV you have & what type of 
site you want to have.  Rest assured that the system is secure and that your credit 
card number is safe.  What the system will do is make your reservation for the 
type of site that you specify – if a site is not available in the system you may need 
to email or call with a request for a specific site, or let us know that you want to be 
next to your friend.  We personally look at the online reservations as they come in, 
give you the best available site for your amount of people tenting or your type of 
RV and then email you with the specifics.  Once made you will have a reservation 
number and have the best site possible at the time made.  You may always call or 
email us if you would like a particular site and it is not available online.
